The Oklahoma County Bar Foundation is a non-profit, public-benefit corporation that is organized and operated exclusively for educational and charitable purposes within the meaning of Internal Revenue Code Section 501(c)(3).  The principal purpose of the corporation is (1) to advance and facilitate (a) the science of jurisprudence and promote the administration of justice and the uniformity of judicial decisions through educational and scientific means or research; (b) the study, improvement and facilitation of the administration of justice; (c) the promotion of the study of law and research therein; (2) to receive and administer funds to make grants for such charitable or educational purposes to other charitable non-profit organizations to enable them to conduct their own affairs, provide services, and fulfill their own exempt purposes that are compatible with the purposes of this organization.

The Oklahoma County Bar Foundation Grant is available on a yearly basis to not-for-profit organizations that exhibit a desire to study, improve and facilitate the administration of justice. Multiple grants are available each year.  Organizations may apply for the grant, even if they have been previously awarded. Grants offered by the Oklahoma County Bar Foundation have generally ranged from $2,000 to $7,000 with unrestricted use to the recipient organization.   

Organizations interested in the Oklahoma County Bar Foundation Grant must fill out an application and submit the requested documents to be considered.  Completed applications are to be received by August 31st.   Incomplete applications or packets received after the deadline will not be considered for the Grant.  A committee within the Oklahoma County Bar Foundation will select the Grant recipients by December 31st.
